Below is an explanation of how to connect two N-GAGE game decks for multiplayer action in
Exhibition Mode using Bluetooth:

1. Select [EXHIBITION] [MULTI] to display the Master/Client selection screen. Assigh one
N-GAGE unit as the Master and the other as the Client. The Master becomes Player 1
and the Client becomes Player 2.

2. The Master (Player 1) then moves to the game rules selection screen and match style
(Singles/Doubles) selection screen. Choose the settings for the game and select 'OK' to
confirm. Wait in standby until a connection is established with the Client (Player 2).

3. The Client (Player 2) moves to the Master selection screen. Check that the name of the
Master (N-GAGE unit) is displayed in the window at the bottom of the screen and select

4. Once a connection has been established, the position selection screen is displayed.
The Master (Player 1) must select either the Service side (near side of the court serves
first) or the Receiving side (far side of the court receives service first). For doubles
matches, choose Fore or Back. The Client (Player 2) cannot make selections.

5. Finally, Master and Client each choose a player and the game starts.
