HOOKING UP THE SEGA GENESIS SYSTEM IS SIMPLE!
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CONNECTIONS TO TV/MONITOR AND ANTENNA

There are various types of TV sers and antenna terminals. You may
need to use all or some of the three following types of connectors:

* RF Unit (model no. 1632) (included)
*  F-type converter (300/75 ohm)  (nort included)

If you are using the RF Unic, set the channel switch on the

RF Unit to ¢n 3. If vou are not using the RF Unir, go to page 15.
Set your TV to channel 3.

If channel 3 is used for TV viewing, set your TV to channel 4.
Then, switch the channel switch on the RF Unit to cH 4.

If your TV has an automatic fine-tuning control (AFC), wurn it
off and manually adjust the picture. However, if you have a color

TV thar turns black and white when the AFC is turned off, leave
the AFC on.

Turn the power button off. Check it by making sure the power-
on indicator light is not on.

Insert a cartridge, with the label facing forward. into the
cartridge slot. Press it firmly into the slot until the cartridge
“locks™ into place. (If you turn the console over, the cartridge
should remain in place.)

4. Turn the power on. The power-on indicator light should come
on.

5. Ifall connections have been made properly, the Sega logo will
appear, followed by the game’s title sereen. In some cases, a
demonstration game will then begin (see the game’s instruction
manual). Always turn the Sega Genesis system power button off
before removing a game cartridge.



CONNECTING THIS GENESIS TO A SEGA CD

If your Sega CD looks like this, use these instructions to connect your If your Sega CD) looks like this, vefer to your Sega CD User’s Guide for

Crenesis and Sega CD, details on how to connect it to your Genesis.
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Use the steel joining plate supplied with the original Sega CD w0
connect the Genesis to the Sega CD. Follow the procedure below to
attach the steel joining plate to the Genesis. You'll need to use a
standard screwdriver and a Phillips-head screwdriver when attaching
the steel joining plate.
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* For details on the finctions and operation of the Sega CD, please refer
to the Sega CD Owner’s Manual.

1. Make sure your Genesis system is set up and operating properly.
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2. Turn off the power button of the Genesis, and remove its AC
adapror from the power outlet. (If the Sega CD AC Adaptor is
also plugged in, remove it from the power outlet.)

3. Remove the five rubber pads on the bottom of the Genesis with
a screwdriver or a similar tool. (See illustration 1.)

4. Autach the small connector plate to the bottom of the Genesis.
The plate hooks into position over the vents. (See illustration 2.)




5. Remove the cover of the expansion slot panel, located on the
bottom of the Genesis. Remove the red plastic cover from the
expansion slot connector (ignore the labelled message “DO NOT
REMOVE"). Store both covers in a safe place. (See illustration 3.)

6. Position the steel joining plate on the bottom of the Genesis,
over the small connector plate. Secure the steel joining plate with
the supplied screw. (Sec illustration 4.)

7. Slide the Genesis onto the Sega CD. Make sure the connector in
the Genesis expansion slot fits snugly into the connecror
terminal on the Sega CD. (See illustration s.)

8. Make sure the Genesis power button is turned off. Then plug in
its AC adapror. (See illustration 6.)

Note: Always lift the Genesis and the Sega CD together by
holding onto the sides of the Sega CD.

9. Plug the Sega CD's AC adaptor cable into its jack on the back of
the Sega CD console. Then plug the adapror directly into an

clectrical outler, Do not use an extension cord. (See illustration
6.)

Note: Do not switch the AC adaprors. Use the Genesis AC Adaptor

only with the Genesis, and the Sega CD AC Adaptor only with the
Sega CD.
